


1. All bills are due when rendered. A service charge of 1 1/2% (18% annually) will be charged to a balance 30 days past due. NO BOAT WILL BE 
LAUNCHED UNTIL BILLS ARE PAID IN FULL. Personal checks must be received within 10 business days prior to launching. Any legal expenses 
necessary to collect outstanding bills will be passed onto the customer. A deposit of $300.00 (nonrefundable) must accompany this agreement with 
1/3 of the balance payable by Jan. 15th, 2/3 of the balance payable by Feb. 15th, and the balance of slip rental fee must be paid in full by March 15th. 
Slips are not transferable. A pro-rated slip rental fee will be arranged with the new boat owner in the event of the sale of the boat.

2. The Yard (without notice) reserves the right to haul any boat for non-payment of bills at owner’s expense. Claims for adjustments on any bill must 
be rendered within 5 days upon receipt of bill, after which time no adjustments will be made.

3. No outside labor or independent contractors work is allowed unless permission is obtained by the Yard Office. The Yard will require proof of 
liability insurance and specific guidelines to be followed available in the marina office. The marina reserves the right to charge the boat owner an 
hourly fee. All outside contractors must sign in and out of the office daily.

4. NO FIRES OR BARBECUES OF ANY KIND WILL BE PERMITTED ON BOATS OR DOCKS. Due to fire hazards, gasoline or fuels may not 
be transported on the docks. Barbecue grills have been provided at the north and south ends of the Marina.

5. PETS MUST BE KEPT ON A LEASH AT ALL TIMES, AND WALK IN APPROPRIATE AREAS. The lawns and flower beds are not appropriate 
areas.

6. Keys or combinations must be left in the yard office.

7. The Yard reserves the right to rent slips to transients when not occupied by regular tenants. Please advise on your departure and return dates 
to avoid any inconvenience to you upon your return. Due to the overwhelming success of the Brewer Yacht Yard Preferred Customer Card this 
information will especially be appreciated.

8. All garbage is to be placed in the dumpsters provided by the Yard.

9. Storage on the docks of anything other than boarding steps and dock boxes will be prohibited, boarding steps and dock boxes must be cleared with 
the Yard Management. Storage of dinghies will not be allowed on the docks. Dinghies and or ships tenders should be stored on the boats or in the 
slips. They will not be allowed to extend outside the docks, and if found there, they will be removed at the owner’s expense. Stales or rakes will not 
be allowed to extend beyond the docks, if so, they also will be removed at the owner’s expense.

10. All boats must provide proof of hull & liability insurance. In the event of a severe storm, the Yard will attempt, if possible, to provide preparation 
and damage prevention services. The cost of these services will be prorated over all the boats in the marina. However, the owner will be responsible 
for executing whatever action need taken in an emergency situation. The Yard does not assume responsibility for said protection or for any damage 
incurred.

11. The Yard will not be responsible for cradles, trailers or boats stored during the summer season. Any repairs necessary will be done at owner’s 
expense. All cradles must be clearly marked with the boat name. The Yard will not store trailers, and we will not assume responsibility for trailers 
left unattended overnight. We will no longer provide dead storage for boats that will not be launched for the summer season. Any boat not launched 
by July 1st will be charged .30/sq. ft. per week retroactive to May 1st for summer storage. There will be a $10.00/ft. charge for moving boats to a 
summer storage area. The Marina will not accept cradles for new boats coming into the marina for storage. Any cradles considered unsafe for boat 
storage will be disposed of, and their replacement will not be permitted. A summer storage charge of $300.00 will be imposed on any cradle left in 
the marina after July 1st.

12. Boat owners planning to live on their boat for summer storage must make arrangements with the office, and will be charges additional for 
electricity.

13. All sailboats must have halyards tied; if they are not tied it will be done by the yard at owner’s expense. The Yard will not be responsible for boats 
sunk at dockside due to owner’s negligence or faulty equipment.

14. DO NOT DISPOSE OF OLD OIL, BATTERIES, ETC. IN YARD DUMPSTERS!! CONTACT THE OFFICE FOR APPROPRIATE DISPOSAL 
METHODS.

15. The summer season runs from May 1st - Oct. 31st. Any boat not wintering in the yard must leave by Oct. 31st, since all electricity and water 
will be shut off to prepare the docks for winter. Any boats in the water after Nov. 15th will automatically be hauled for storage and winterized at the 
current yard rate, at owner’s expense.

16. The Yard will not permit any unauthorized repairs or modifications to the slips, or to the docks. In order to maintain a neat and uniform 
appearance throughout the yard, we will not permit the use of unauthorized gunnel guard on the slips. If you wish to have gunnel guard on your slip, 
you may purchase it at the ships store at our cost.

17. OVERBOARD DISCHARGE OF HEADS AND HOLDING TANKS IS STRICTLY ILLEGAL. BREWER YACHT YARD URGES YOU TO 
SUPPORT THE USE OF HOLDING TANKS AND MSD’S.

18. Any infraction of the above rules and regulations of the Yard, or conduct deemed inappropriate by the Management, the tenant shall, at the option 
of the Yard, result in the cancellation of this contract upon 10 days notice, and the tenant shall forthwith remove his boat. Beware - the vessel and its 
contents may be sold at public auction for failure to pay storage charges.

19. Display of signs of any type, including brokerage signs, on boats in the Yard is prohibited unless prior permission has been received by the office. 
The Yard will adhere to the state’s guidelines.

20. Dustless sanders must be used at all times while sanding bottom paint.
